Risk assessment for Wildlife Warden visits to Deer Park Farm – adaptable for any season.
At the start of each visit there will be a short safety talk, so that everyone understands the risks .
We ask visitors to bring their own drinks and ask visitors to wear suitable clothes – good cover to deter ticks and sun burn plus strong footwear.
We will discuss the route, whether it is slippery and how steep it is, so that we can make it as easy as possible for anyone with bad knees etc. also hazards such as ticks, sun burn etc.
If anyone is finding the walking hard, they should let me know – we can slow down, find a shorter route, a resting place where we can pick someone up on the return journey, or an easier route back to the farm with one of us showing the way.

Everyone should wash their hands well at the end of the visit and before eating.
No one should drink our tap water, as it is from a well.
Take notice of any warnings – they are important for your safety.
